In order to attract the Pupil Premium for adopted children, and those who are the subject of a
SGO and RO, parents and carers will need to inform the school about their child’s
circumstances and provide supporting evidence, for example, the Adoption (Court) Order in
time for the school to record the child’s status on the School Census no later than
Wednesday 15th January 2014. If you are in any doubt as to whether your child qualifies for
this extra funding, please contact either Mrs Daveney or Mrs Crane.
